EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT TRAINING CREDIT AND FIRE SERVICE CONTINUING EDUCATION HOURS WILL BE AWARDED – ON AN HOUR FOR HOUR BASIS – FOR SUCCESSFUL COURSE COMPLETION.
LOCATION:  T.J Samson Resource Center, Glasgow KY

OVERNIGHT LODGING:  Motels in Glasgow and Cave City with 2 state parks within 25 miles.

COURSE DESCRIPTON:
This course meets the search management training requirement specified in 106 KAR 1:390 for local search and rescue coordinator. Class consists of lecture and group discussion on a variety of search management topics, with group work each day based on actual lost person search and rescue case studies. This course provides the education, training and knowledge to manage a ground search for the first operational period. Applicable for a wide variety of agencies ranging from park rangers to police officers or whoever has the mandate to conduct the initial response to a missing person incident.

STUDENT CRITERIA:  This course is open to rescue, fire, emergency medical, and law enforcement personnel or any organization having responsibility for searching for missing or lost persons, with priority status given to officially designated local search and rescue coordinators, local EM directors having search management duties and members of rescue squads specializing in search. Class is limited to 36 students. Deadline for registration is May 4, 2007.  No acceptance letters will be sent out.
Prerequisite is completion of the 20-hour Basic Search and Rescue Course (BSAR) course offered by the Kentucky Division of Emergency Management, NIMS 100 and NIMS 700.
CANCELLATIONS:  This course may be cancelled due to a lack of pre-registration.  Students will be notified if the course is cancelled, so please be sure to provide a current phone number, fax number and/or email address.

ADDITIONAL:  Meals, lodging, and travel will NOT be reimbursed by Division of Emergency Management.  Each participant will be responsible for making his/her own financial arrangements with his/her employer or representative organization.
